blace left thumb in loop C. with fingers under base D. Right thumb on bar A. withfingers
under spring B. Squeeze with both hands to fully open jaws, swing satety hook E. over
bar A. which prevents jaws closing. Both hands are now free to adjust catches
taking care not to disengage safety hook, which is for your protection. Please use it.

Setting instructions also apply tothe  T160 SPRING TRAP . Placetrapinrunwith
catch to the side and treadle in centre at ground level. Disengage safety hook
when setting is completed. Trap should be sprung and re-set occasionally if nothing is
caught. Vermin may Dbe ‘eleased from the trap if necessary by turning trap over,
pressing w_ui‘th foot or hand at base D. and disconnecting hooks F.

When using these traps for rabbits cover with fine soil and make sure they have room
to operate in the holes, but the jaws should almost touch the top of the hole when
sprung. Thiscanbe ensured by oartly filling large holes with soil orplacing traps further
'~ Failure to do this can result in rabbits going over the top without getting caught, or
being foul caught. Itis a waste of time setting outside holes, apart from being illegal.
Trapping is usually most effective in deep burrows, the best holes being trapped and
-est blocked. The method preferred for these traps is to fill in‘all burrows 10 be trapped
3 few days earlier, then trap those holes that have been re-opened. This saves a lot of
time when setting, and rabbits will be less suspicious of disturbance caused.- f alarge
area is being trapped it is usual to move some of the traps to other burrows after two or
three nights, and leave a few behind to pick up any rabbits that move back.
